Mr. Prasad kulkarni is a young and versatile poet in Marathi. He was born and brought up in Konkan region of Maharashtra.  Konkan has given a number of renowned literates to Marathi literature such as Mr. ShriNa Pendse, Madhu Mangesh karnik, Jayawant Dalvi, Vinda Karandikar, Mangesh Padgaonakar, Aarti Prabhu, etc.   Mr. Kulkarni started writing poems from his early age. Having written a number of poems, his 3 poetry collections and 4 audio albums have been released so far.   His poetry is versatile and reflects different moods of nature, mankind, relations etc. Love is the unique base of his poems projecting almost all aspects of love. 

The main contribution of Mr. Kulkarni towards Marathi is his poetic messages on greeting cards. He introduced this concept in Marathi and made popular in very short span of time. His poetic and heart touching messages in Marathi for different occasions / events such as Birthdays, Valentine day, Diwali, New year, Sankrant, Gudipadva etc. are very popular. Today he is the most popular and appreciated copywriter in this field and has  written more than 3500 greeting cards so far. The impact of this on the society has been such that the Marathi greeting  cards have taken place of the conventional English greeting cards, as the Marathi people have found the medium of their own language for expressing their emotions and feelings to their near and dear ones. The credit goes to Mr. Kulkarni. The literature critics, TV channels and newspapers (including The Times of India & Indian Express) have widely appreciated this achievement. Presently writing poetic messages for leading greeting card  companies such as Archies, Marks, Monarch etc.
